SUONOBUONO nABC

Firmware version 208 (February 23rd, 2020) provides various improvements compared to units shipped before such date:

· Solved issue with bypass switch occasionally noisy

· Unit MIDI channel is now saved at power-off and when presets are stored

· Lower power consumption when in standby

· Improved MIDI compatibility

· Other minor fixes.

Firmware update instructions:

· Connect the nABC to a Windows 10 PC using the provided USB cable

· Copy the whole “nABC_FirmwareUpdate_208_23022020” folder to a folder to the Desktop, as it is!

· In the Desktop copy, open the  “FirmwareUploader” folder and Run “HexUploader.exe” in Administrator mode (Right Click → Run as Administrator)
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· Open the dialog [...] and select the “nABC_firmware_208_23022020.hex” file from the folder on your Desktop.

· Open the COM port selection menu, there should be at least one COM port besides COM1, which corresponds to the nABC. If you see multiple COM ports and you are unsure about which one is the nABC disconnect the nABC, list the available ports in the menu, reconnect the nABC and identify which new port appeared. That is the COM port to be selected.

· Leave the default setting “Device in Serial Mode”

· Click on Upload Hex. A command window will appear for some seconds showing upload progress, and will automatically close once completed. During upload, the nABC will first blink regularly for some seconds and later blink faster and irregularly during the actual firmware transfer. 

· Once the upload is completed, the nABC will restart automatically.

NOTE1: The firmware update procedure is currently only available and tested for Windows 10.

NOTE2: Please be aware that presets might be lost during the update procedure.
